2.) Feed manipulation to modulate the interactions between feed and rumen ecology of ruminant animals to mitigate enteric methane emissions for a safer environment.

8). Effect of coconut oil on vitro gas production characteristics and blood chemistry of West African dwarf sheep.
In Progress:
1) Use of phytobiotics to manipulate rumen ecology and fermentation for a more efficient utilization of feed materials: Ionophore antibiotics have been used as feed additives for ruminant livestock production to improve feed utilization and health of the rumen ecosystem. However, recent concerns that the use of these antibiotics could result in antibiotic resistance and that antibiotic residues left in the carcasses of animals fed ionophores could be carcinogenic to humans who consume meat from such carcasses have necessitated the need for safe and perhaps organic alternatives. Herbs and spices contain secondary metabolites which are known to possess antimicrobial, antioxidant and anti-helminthic properties. The aim of the studies under this research is to explore the possibilities of using these herbs and spices as alternatives to synthetic ionophore antibiotics. The studies will evaluate the effectiveness of these herbs and spices at manipulating the rumen environment to improve the nutritive value of feed materials as well as change the course of fermentation to one that enhances the growth of desirable rumen microbial species and at the same time reducing fermentation losses. These herbs and spices are been evaluated both at pre-ruminant and adult stages of cattle, sheep and goats.
2) Feeding management strategies to enhance the productivity of farm animals. Quality and quantity of feed is of major consideration in livestock production. However, the mode of presentation, frequency of feeding as well as timeliness of feeding are also essential if the feed offered will result in the desired level of productivity. The focus of this research is to evaluate the effect of frequency of feeding and timeliness of feed offered to the overall productivity of farm animals.
